Military Banners will be displayed on utility poles around Main Street and Surrounding Streets within the
borough. Each banner will be 24”x48”. The veteran’s picture will be displayed on both sides of the banner
along with their name, rank, branch of the military, the era of service, and sponsor’s name. The banners will be
displayed from Memorial Day to Veterans Day.

Banner and Package:
Package A $__200.00___ for one 24”’x48” banner for display, mounting hardware, and maintenance for
hanging the banners.

After Veterans Day the display banner will be stored in the borough building. All banners in good condition will be rehung the
following year. Upon request, a banner can be returned to the Sponsor.

Veteran Criteria include those on active duty in any armed service, an honorably discharged veteran, or one
who gave their life serving in the armed services. They must have lived or been living or have family living in
White Haven Borough or the surrounding (18661) area.

Process: Applications will be accepted from January 5 through March 16, 2026, and processed in the order
received. No application for display in 2026 will be accepted after March 16, 2026. The application must
include the veteran’s name, rank, military branch, and the era of service. Please submit a military photo.
(Photo will be returned), or send a scanned photo (a high-quality scan at 600dpi) to
secretary(@whitehavenborough.org. If no photo is available a military ribbon or symbol will be used.
