WATERING RESTRICTIONS

The St. Johns River Water Management District's watering restrictions promote
efficient water use for landscaping while allowing enough to maintain healthy
landscapes year-round. The mandatory rules regulate watering days, times, and
duration based on property type and address.

RESIDENTIAL & NONRESIDENTIAL WATERING SCHEDULE
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WATER ONLY WHEN NECESSARY AND NEVER BETWEEN 10 A.M. AND 4 P.M.

An odd numbered address is one that endsin1, 3,5, 7 or 9.
An even numbered address is one that ends in O, 2, 4, 6 or 8.

Limit watering to no more than one hour per zone.
