are working on budget numbers for the first Draft of the New

Year's Budget to be reviewed with Township Supervisors in their
respective Liaison Roles in the month of September. In October, a
public meeting is held to review the budget and make final
decisions on cuts or increases prior to public advertising. In
November, the Board approves the Budget for the following year.
The 2024 Budget once again includes no tax increase. There is
however, a water increase of 9% for residential and commerciol
customers. Since 2016, Dover Township has applied for over $19.5
million in grant funds, of which we have been awarded
approximately $12.6 million. Our most recent grant award of
$5.83 million is from the FEMA BRIC Funding source and will be
used to improve the Little Conewago Creek through a floodplain
restoration along the border of West Manchester Township.

The project will provide flood storage, pollution reduction and has the potential for further
recreational opportunities between the two communities. Through continued efforts of the Board
of Supervisors and Staff, we look forward to pursuing additional projects for the good of our
residents and we are dedicated to pursuing outside funding for these projects whenever possible.
General Fund expenses, which are funded primarily by real estate, earned income taxes, mercantile
taxes and local services taxes, include these larger projects: design and engineering work for the
extension of Intermediate Avenue; repairs to the Salt Dome; Cypress South Development Pipe
Lining; Fox Run @ Steeple Chase Pipe Lining; Conewago Road pipe replacement at Well #8; Purchase
of a John Deere Gator; Repairs to Brookside Park’s Carousel Building Floor repair, Building #1 Roof
Replacement and interior painting of buildings; Mayfield Park Parking Lot Paving; Demolition of
Community Park’s Log Cabin Building; and Community Building Improvements including repainting,
flooring replacement, renovation of the rest rooms, and exterior painting and power washing. The
Fire Department Dorm Project was completed late in 2023, but the generator was backordered. It
will be installed in the Spring of 202Y. The Board of Supervisors also authorized a bond issuance for
$8 million to complete an addition project on the Township Office Building. In 2017, when the Garage
Expansion Project was completed, the Township had tentative plans to complete an addition. we
will be working with consultants to revise these plans and move forward with bidding and
construction in 2024-2025.

Our State Liquid Fuels proceeds will be applied to the following road/stormwater projects:
Pinchtown/West Canal Road paving; replacement of pipes on Blackberry Road; stormwater pipe
replacement on Poplars Road; quiderail replacement on George Street; Butter Road Curve widening
and improvements at the intersection of Butter and Bull Roads.

The Recreation Department has applied for several grants and completed Eagle View Park (EVP)
Phase I. Thus far, Eagle View Park has had part of the sewer line through the park relocated in
coordination with the Fox Run Floodplain Restoration Project that occurred on the site in 2020.
Phase I of the Park Improvements included walking trails, o warming hut with fireplace, sledding
hill, outdoor classroom and pedestrian bridges to connect the park to Dover Area Middle School.
These park improvements were funded by two grants from the Department of Conservation and ,

Natural Resources and Department of Community and Economic Development. Phase ITof EVP will B
likely be developed in 2024 and will include a baseball field and amenities, large parking lot, trails
and a portion of a new road to these facilities along the western side of the property. Finalization

of the Parks and Open Space Plan occurred in early 2023. This is the first plan of this nature

completed for the Borough/Township. It will quide Recreation Improvements for the next 10 years.
The Wastewater Collection System is currently expanding sewer North of the Borough to George
Street. Construction will begin following the Water System Project in early 202Y. Phases 2 and 3 of
“l the Joint Interceptor Project have been under design, permit and construction in 2023 (Bull Road to
8l Grandview Golf Course). Additionally, Clair Mar Sewer Collection repairs will be made.A portion of
¥ the Fox Run Interceptor from the Wastewater Treatment Plant to Fox Run Road could also occur in
2024-2025 due to the Hines Warehouse Development. Manhole Frames and Covers on Canal Road
8 from the Borough to Bull Road will also occur. The Wastewater Treatment Plant is replacing a Gear
Box and one of its RAS Pumps; installing a TKN Block Digestor, purchasing a Gator and rehabilitating
a Clarifier. The Water System continues to work toward improvements of a new well location and
updating its water allocation permits with the Susquehanna River Basin Commission. Additionally,
"l replacing the water line North of the Borough in coordination with the sewer project is currently
'l underway and we anticipate the line being ready for active service by the end of 2023/early 2024.
"l permitting and Design is underway for the replacement of the water line on Carlisle Road from
where the North of the Borough work will stop to Old Carlisle Road. Monies have been set aside in
2024 to fund this project, but we anticipate pursuing additional funding through grants. Our
website reflects our overall initiative to “Build Futures and Create Memories” for all who choose
Dover Township to live, work and recreate.Our Dover Township Staff and Supervisors are dedicated
and take great pride in our joint endeavor of Capital Project Planning, strong fiscal monitoring and
aggressive pursuit of grants where-ever possible, so that we can continue to provide quality
services, facilities, and programs for everyone that chooses Dover as their HOME TOWN.
